PLEASE READ RULES BEFORE ENTERING - O.H.A. & U.S.E.F. rules apply
** All Oregon Inherent Risk Laws Apply**

1.   ASTM/SEI SAFETY HELMET (helmets 17 years and younger) BOOTS ARE MANDATORY -  Show clothes 
      preferred but optional.
2.   Exhibitors 17 years and under may not show stallions.
3.   Any humane devices are permitted at Judge’s discretion. 
4.   Schooling is permitted by no disruption to class routine allowed.
5.   All exhibitors will follow the Judges direction.
6.   Stall fees are $5.00 per stall per day. No bedding provided. Due to the number of horses entered, stalls are on 
       a first come first serve basis. Due to the number of horses in and out during the fair, we can not guarantee clean 
      stalls. Stalls must be reserved and pre-paid on entry forms. No stalls will be open without prior reservations. 
7.   All trucks and trailers must park on race track.
8.   It is the exhibitor's responsibility to have animals in the arena for judging at the time the class is called over the 
      gate address system.  Management will not be responsible for any missed classes. The three minute gate rule 
      will be in effect.
9.   No entry or stall fee will be refunded. Except upon presentation of veterinarian's certificate certifying horse's 
      inability to perform.
10. Decision of judge, or judges, shall be final.  Protest may be lodged with the management, in writing, within 24 
      hours, and be accompanied by deposit of $50.00 which sum will be forfeited if the protest is not sustained. 
11. In classes with less than three (3) entries show management has the authority to combine or cancel the class. 
       Entry fees will be refunded for canceled classes.
12. All entries will be accepted the day of the show. Entries must be made 3 classes prior of current class showing 
      in arena. Classes to be added in show office only, not at in-gate
13. Jr. Equine - 5 years of age and under
14. Sr. Equine - 6 years of age and over
15. Green Equine - and age that has not been shown prior to January 1 of the current year in that division
16. Novice Rider - not won 3 blue ribbons in any open or breed show, not won a year-end award or buckle as of 
      January 1 of current year.
17. Riders birth date is as of January 1 of current year. 
18. PASSES - Rider will receive 1 entry pass. All others must pay admission.
